She was instrumental in 
establishing two Historic Districts in the City. She was the 
recipient of the City’s highest honor, the Pomona Goddess Award. 
She was also the recipient of Grace Napolitano’s Congressional 
Woman of the Year Award. Both awards were given in recognition 
of her outstanding community and civic service. 
 

Debra Martin is a proud member of the Latino/Latina Roundtable, Pomona Kiwanis Club, Pomona 
Heritage, Progressive Alliance Committee and the Pomona Chamber of Commerce. Debra Martin 
currently serves as a Board Member on the Metro GoldLine Committee, Public Works Committee, 
Los Angeles County Fair Blue Ribbon Committee, the Pomona Youth and Family Master Plan, the 
Budget Adhoc Committee, Partners for a Positive Pomona and the Pomona Cares Committee. She is 
also an elected Democratic Central Committee member and the Democratic Club of Pomona Valley.
