A30% are homeless families with children.

There has been a 54% decrease in homelessness In
Pomona over the past 10 years.
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AApproximately $1.5 million is spent annually in
targeted funding to reduce homelessness.

AOver 3,100 homeless individuals and families are
assisted annually .

AApproximately 1,100 of those assisted are
prevented from becoming homeless.

AThe average cost per homeless person served is
$500 annually.
